With qualified youth workers will delivering weekly workshops, young males are support-
ed to build skills in mental health and well-being, social connections and reduced anti-
social behaviour. It will deliver 3 x 6 month mentoring programs to 36 young males at the
schools through a six-month transformational journey through the Top Blokes experience.
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
